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	 Can I power down drives on LSI HBA in Windows XP, Vista, 7, 2008 and Linux?


Yes you can power down and up drives attached to any LSI HBA.
In some environments, power management for hard drives is a global setting and will power down even your boot drive.

This is usually not stable because power mode for hard drives affects all disks unless the OS prepares sleep or hibernation modes.

In cases where the user would like to power off a set of drives attached to a specific cluster or controller, there are many third party utilities free which can be set up in a batch process.
We will use SDParm for the following examples which can be downloaded from the web freely but there are many other such utilities that send the raw SCSI command for spindown which work for SAS and SATAII available.
First identify your JBOD drives with:
C:\Sdparm -w

Then execute the spin down command:

C:\sdparm --command=stop PDx (where x is the drive device

Here is an example of 1 SATA drive with 1 SATA DVD connected to the onboard and 4 SAS drives connected to the 9212 4i4e Host bus adapter:

You can customize batch files and hot keys custom to your system.

For example;
Create a text file and rename it spindown.bat and edit the file to spin down 

C:\sdparm --command=stop PD1
C:\sdparm --command=stop PD2
C:\sdparm --command=stop PD3
C:\sdparm --command=stop PD4
The same can be done for spinning the drives back up again:
C:\sdparm --command=start PD1

C:\sdparm --command=start PD2

C:\sdparm --command=start PD3

C:\sdparm --command=start PD4
